The Autism Spectrum Disorders 
Certificate Program  addresses 
the strong need for developing 
expertise related to educating and 
supporting individuals with autism 
spectrum disorders, a classification 
that includes: 
 

·  Autism  
·  Asperger’s disorder  
·  Rett’s disorder  
·  Childhood disintegrative 

disorder 
·  Pervasive developmental 

disorder–not otherwise 
specified 

 
The rapid increase in number of 
students identified as having 
Autism Spectrum Disorders has 
created a shortage of professionals 
with expertise in this area and a 
demand for greater knowledge and 
support sources on behalf of 
families, caregivers, and others 
who work with individuals with 
autism spectrum disorders.  

UW Oshkosh Autism 
Spectrum Disorders 
Certificate program  

 
A 19-credit program that includes 
four existing special education 
licensure courses, two new courses 
specific to autism (offered in hybrid 
format with on-line and on-campus 
components), and field experience  
working with students with autism. 
Participants could finish the autism-
specific courses in one summer 
(Spec Ed 473/673 and Spec Ed 
474/674). The final component of 
the certificate program is a 100-
hour field experience working with 
individuals with autism.
